Since 1948 the Colorado PTA has managed a Scholarship Fund for graduating seniors who have attended PTA/PTSA affiliated high schools.  During this time we have been able to provide over 300 scholarships to deserving students who have met the criteria outlined below.

In order to apply a student must:

1. Be a graduating high school senior and a member of an affiliated PTA/PTSA high school in good standing.

2. Plan to enroll as a full time college student taking a minimum of 12 semester hours at a Colorado college or a Colorado vocational school.

3. Have been a legal Colorado resident for the last two (2) years.

4. Have maintained a 2.5 grade point average on a 4.0-point scale.

The enclosed material has been revised and updated as of January 2010.  Any material dated prior to this revision must be discarded.  Only current application forms will be accepted.  Please duplicate these forms as needed.

Criteria for the scholarship awards are:

1. Scholastic Record:  Current transcript including GPA, class rank and ACT or SAT scores.

2. School/community service/work experiences.

3. Financial need will be the determining factor.  The student is required to submit a copy of their parent’s or guardian’s 2009 IRS Form 1040.
4. Three (3) letters of recommendation.

5. 500 word essay.

Completed applications must be in the Colorado PTA office no later than March 12, 2010.  Winners will be notified in April.  The scholarship is awarded for one year.
